Question and Answer with Dr. Emily Butterfield

Question: What stands out in the music program andlute studio at UCO?

Answer: | think UCO offers students many diversdgrenance opportunities, regardless of their
major. For flutists these include solo performartgmber music, orchestra, band and wind
symphony. The UCO flute studio is large enoughlltoaafor healthy competition, but also small
enough for me to provide individual attention teleatudent. This means that all the flute
students study with me, the major professor. Stisd@teive a weekly lesson and attend a
weekly studio class that includes the flute chelrgarsal. In addition, all flute students perform
in a studio recital each semester. This is a tereXperience in that it allows students
performance experience, an opportunity to hearraotpeertoire and to learn from each other. |
also expose students to different perspectivesdmas$ by bringing in guest artists. Regarding
the flute choir, it is an active ensemble that gemis on campus as well as in the community.

Question: What type of approach do you take with pivate lessons?

Answer: Overall, | focus on teaching students todpee critical listeners. Within that, | really
stress tone production and playing with a musioadgressive sound. One may play technically
a lot of fast notes, but unless the sound is mysieatered and focused, the technique will not
matter. | also work on attention to detail and pigywhat the composer actually wrote and not
what seems to be the easiest for the flutist. Aalatly, we discuss shaping, leading, and
phrasing of the musical line, which, of course,ideas that can be transferred to any other
musical discipline. Finally, | teach standard répiee and how to perform this repertoire with
the appropriate stylistic characteristics.

Question: What were your goals as a professor whegrou first began at UCO?



Answer: My goals were to create a feeling of comityummongst the flute students, teach and
model artistic playing, and help students recogha& music study transfers to other aspects of
their lives.

Question: Can you give advice to high school studenpreparing to major in music?

Answer: Yes. There are a few suggestions. Firkg talvantage of all the performing
opportunities that are available. Join the Oklah&itode Society and participate in the events,
including the annual flute fair that brings in wemnfiil guest artists. Because the OFS Fair is a
smaller event, anyone in attendance has easy aockear and meet some of the best flutists in
the country. | also encourage students to enter @S fair competitions. Students may think
they are not good enough and should not enteydauhever know until you try. Also, just
working on the competition music may significanttyprove your playing. Another group to

join is the National Flute Association. This orgaation publishes a journal and holds an annual
convention that features outstanding flutists. TR also sponsors many competitions,
including two for high school flutists.

Students who are interested in the music nsjould also be studying privately, play on the
best possible instrument, and attend concerts—tfaanll student, and professional. In addition,
listen to and research chamber and symphonic megeartoire. Of course, one does all of this is
in addition to practicing. And, speaking of practg; | think one of the best practice techniques
is to develop and play a daily routine, one thaludes tone, intonation, and vibrato studies as
well as scales and arpeggios. A daily routine salive you well as you explore the flute’s
standard repertoire.

Question: What are your goals for the future flutestudio at UCO?

Answer: To continue to maintain a high standarebgfectations for my students, maintain a
feeling of a supportive community, and promote é¥atip amongst my students.

Question: What is the favorite part of your job?
Answer: | very much enjoy teaching. It is very regiag to guide a student through the learning

process, from the point where they are just begoito play a work to the point where they are
performing it. | also appreciate and enjoy workith my colleagues.
