Saturday, November 19 – High School Masterclass
HIGH SCHOOL MASTERCLASS
· Open to OFS student members in grades 9-12

· Performers will be selected by recorded audition.  Repertoire should be chosen from standard literature for solo flute or flute and piano, and should be the same piece to be played in the masterclass.  Obscure and/or unpublished works are strongly discouraged.

· Accompaniment is not necessary on the application recording, but will be used for the masterclass. Students may perform with their own accompanist or use the OFS accompanist for a fee of $20. 
COLLEGIATE COMPETITION/MASTERCLASS
· This event is open to OFS members enrolled as undergraduate or graduate students.

· The preliminary round will be by recorded audition.  Repertoire shall consist of:

1) Required piece: Karg-Elert 30 Studies or Caprices, Op 107, #3
2) AND a work chosen from standard literature for flute and piano, not to exceed 10 minutes in length.  Multi-movement works are acceptable.  The recording must be made with accompaniment.
· Up to four finalists will be selected to compete live in the Competition Final Round.  Finalists must perform the same repertoire that they performed on their recorded audition and the required piece.  They may perform with their own accompanist or use the OFS accompanist for a fee of $20.  They must provide an original flute part of their chosen work for the judge, with measures numbered.
· Finalists will also participate in the Collegiate Masterclass with the Flute Fair Guest Artist.
· Cash prizes of $300 and $200 will be awarded at the discretion of the judges.  Winners will be announced at the conclusion of the competition.  The First-prize winner will receive the opportunity to perform on the Oklahoma Flute Fair Gala Concert, at which time the awards will be presented.  The piece played by the winner on the Gala Concert may be different from the competition piece.  If the First-prize winner is not available to perform on the concert, the Second-prize winner will be invited to perform.
INSTRUCTIONS FOR ALL ENTRIES

Entrants must be current OFS members and register for Flute Fair.  There is no additional entry fee for the masterclass or competition.

Make a CD recording of the required repertoire (listed above) using standard CD format playable on a standard CD player.  Unplayable CDs will be disqualified.  Except for breaks between pieces and/or movements, the recording must not be edited in any way.  Each piece/movement must be recorded in its entirety from beginning to end without stopping/editing.   Edited recordings will be disqualified.  The CD does not need to be professionally recorded, however the recording should be as high quality as possible.  Do not put any identification on the CD or cover.  Recordings will be judged anonymously.
